Verical Conveyors

Robbins has two vertical conveyor designs: the 

traditional “S” type and our new “J” type.  For a deep 

shaft application, use our steel cord belt “S” type 

conveyors.   However, if you have a small diameter 

shaft our “J” type conveyor may be the economical 

solution you’ve been looking for.  Robbins “J” type 

design offer the following advantages:

•  Belt tension is lower so supporting structure is lighter.

•  Belt path eliminates reverse bends and the need for 
    “edge” rollers so cross-rigid belt is not required.

•  A fabric-core belt is used, which is readily available 
    and easy to repair.

•  Smaller foot print in the shaft, which frees up valuable 
    space.

Stacker Conveyors

On most modern tunneling projects, all the muck has 

to be removed from the work site.  In urban 

environments, there are frequently limitations 

regarding the hours during which muck hauling trucks 

are allowed to be driven from the site.  The result is if 

you want your TBM running 24 hours a day, you have 

to find a way store the muck on site.
